Key Functions by Voice Command

hands-free calling, navigation, and audio. For a full list of commands, say “Display
Information” and “Voice Info.”

* All available voice commands are highlighted in blue when you press the Talk
button.

* For a list of available commands, press and release the Talk button and say
“Help”at any time.

* Speak in a clear, natural voice.

* Reduce all background noise.

* Adjust the dashboard and side vents away from the microphone in the ceiling.
* Close the windows.

* The system also uses a touchscreen display. You can select options or icons by
touching them on the screen. This is limited while the vehicle is moving.

SAFETY REMINDER

Your vehicle is equipped with airbags. Airbags do not replace seat belts; they add to
the protection offered by seat belts. Airbags can help protect you in some types of
collisions, but they do not provide protection in all collisions.

Always make sure you and your passengers wear seat belts, and that young children
are properly secured in a child seat or booster in the rear seat. Never place an
infant seat in the front passenger’s seat as the force of a deploying airbag can
seriously injure an infant.
