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KEYLESS ACCESS SYSTEM

Operate certain functions of your vehicle by simply having the remote fransmitter

within operating range.

Unlocking the Doors

Locking the Doors

Opening the Tailgate

Grab either one of the
front door handles when
the vehicle is off.

Press the door lock button
on either front door handle
when the vehicle is off.

Press the tailgate release button
under the tailgate handle when
all doors are unlocked. The
vehicle can be on or off.

Engine Start/Stop Button

Accessory or On Mode
Operate audio or other electrical features without turning the engine on.

Press ENGINE START/STOP once
without pressing the brake pedal
to tfurn on Accessory mode. Press
it again for On mode.

Starting the Engine

Press and hold the brake pedal,
then press ENGINE START/STOP.

Turning the Vehicle Off

Shift to Park, then press ENGINE
START/STOP.

Note: If you press ENGINE
START/STOP when the vehicle is
stopped and the shift lever is not
in Park, the vehicle goes into
Accessory mode.

MULTI-INFORMATION DISPLAY [MID)

Conisists of several displays that provide you with useful information.

Accessing the MID

When you start the engine, the MID
shows the last active lower display from
the previous drive cycle.

To toggle between the different

displays:

* Press either Info button (A/ V)
for the main displays.

* Press SEL/RESET for the lower
displays.

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Customizing Settings Using the MID

Program various vehicle settings using the MID. One example is shown below. See

your Owner's Manual for other customizable settings.

Programming the Auto Door Unlock Setting

Only the driver's door is preset to unlock when you shiff info Park (P). You can
change this to a different setting.

Press either Info button (A/ V)
on the steering wheel to toggle
fo the Customize Seftings
display, then press SEL/RESET to
activate the menu.

1. Select DOOR SETUP. 3. Select the option you want.

2. Select AUTO DOOR UNLOCK. 4. The setting is displayed, and the
display returns to the AUTO

Note: The driver's and front passenger’s doors can be opened by pulling the
inner front door handle, regardless of the setting. Changing the setting to
“All Doors" is useful for rear passengers.

Tire Pressure Monitoring System

Alerts you when one or more of your tires have significantly low pressure. Toggle
to the tire pressure monitor display to view pressure readings on the MID.

How It Works

If the tire pressure drops significantly below recommended levels:

* The low fire pressure indicator comes on.

e A "CHECK TIRE PRESSURE" message appears on the MID, showing
which fire(s) have low pressure.

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What to Do

1. Visually inspect the fires for
damage.

2. Use a fire air pressure gauge
(or check the MID) to check
which fire(s) have low pressure.

3. Inflate the tire(s), if necessary,
to the recommended pressures
listed on the label on the
driver's doorjamb.

DRIVING POSITION MEMORY SYSTEM (DPMS)

Store up to two driver's seat and mirror positions info memory for each corresponding

remote fransmitter (1 or 2).

Programming the DPMS

1. Turn the vehicle on. Shift into

3. Press SET. You will hear a beep.
Park (P).

2. Adjust the seat and outside
mirrors to your preferred positions.

4. Within 5 seconds, press the
memory button corresponding
to the remote (1 or 2) you are
using. You will hear two beeps.

Notes:

¢ Once set, stored positions can be recalled by pressing one of the
memory buttons (1 or 2) on the door.

e Lumbar positions cannot be stored.

REVERSE TILT DOOR MIRRORS

When you shift info Reverse (R), either door mirror can be tilted downward to improve

your view as you parallel park. Shifting out of Reverse refurns the filted mirror to its
original position.

How It Works

e To filt the driver's door
mirror, push the mirror
selector switch to the left
(L) position when in
Reverse.

To tilt the passenger’s
door mirror, push the
mirror selector switch to
the right (R) position
when in Reverse.

To turn the feature off,
push the switch to the
middle position.



MULTI-VIEW REAR CAMERA

For added convenience, the area behind your vehicle is displayed to help you

na

vigate while backing up.

How It Works

* When you shift info Reverse (R), a real-time
image of the area behind your vehicle is shown
in the upper display.

* Yellow parking guidelines also appear to help
you judge distance.

* The rearview display turns off when you shift out

of Reverse.

Switching Views

There are three rearview modes: wide, normal, and top down. Press the
selector knob fo foggle between views.

To reduce the potential for driver distraction, certain functions may be inoperable or
grayed out while the vehicle is moving. Stop or pull over to perform the function.

Using HFL

Pick-Up button: Answer an incoming call or
go directly to the Phone screen.

Hang-Up button: End a call or decline an
incoming calll.

Talk button: Make a call using a stored voice
tag.

Back button: Press to cancel an operation or
return to the previous screen.

Use these three buttons to navigate through the HFL menus.

Playing Pandora

1. Open the front console, and pull
out the USB adapter cable.

3. Press the selector knob to enter
the Pandora menu.

Connect the cable to your iPhone
dock connector.

You can select items such as the
Station List, SKIP, Like/Dislike, and

Pause/Resume.*

SAFETY REMINDER

Your vehicle is equipped with airbags. Airbags do not replace seat belts; they add to
the protection offered by seat belts.

Use of unleaded premium gasoline of 91 octane or higher is recommended.
e Acura recommends TOP TIER Detergent Gasoline where available.

* Do NOT use gasoline containing more than 15% ethanol.

e Do NOT use gasoline containing methanol.

* Do NOT use gasoline containing MMT.

e See your Owner's Manual for more information.

Some gasoline in North America contains MMT, a manganese-based fuel additive.
Prolonged and consistent use of gasoline containing MMT can deteriorate your
vehicle's performance, fuel economy, and the emission control system. Always use
MMT-free gasoline if available. Failures caused by use of gasoline containing MMT
may not be covered under your new vehicle warranty.

TOP TIER Detergent Gasoline (recommended) never contains MMT and has defergent
additives to keep your engine clean. For further information on fuel and lubricants for
your car and information on gasoline that does not contain MMT, contact your
dealer or visit owners.acura.com.
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
